Portfolio Do's and Don'ts

DO:

Work clean - dust spots, fingerprints, chemical stains, and the like will detract from your score.

Understand your materials - pay attention to contrast and sharpness.

Think about what you are submitting - in the interview you will be asked to talk about your work.

Submit work that reflects your personal style.


DON'T:

Submit work done for other purposes - we are interested in self-assigned creative work as opposed to yearbook or student paper photographs.

Submit clichés - we are sure your family pet is darling cute, and your little brother, sister, nephew, etc, is as well, but most photographs of such subject matter are more snapshots than art.

Imagination and creativity are very important - don't be afraid to submit unconventional work.

Submit work of consistent quality - if you think one or two images in your portfolio don't quite measure up, you are probably right.  Take the time to redo them.
